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1. Overview

MFR-32PS is a power supply unit for MFR-3216RPS/3232RPS units. An MFR-3216RPS/

3232RPS has two power supply slots and comes with a power supply unit installed in one slot as
the standard configuration. Installing an optional MFR-32PS allows the unit to keep running in the

event that one of the power supply units were to fail.

Installing this option requires the unit interior to be accessed by opening the
panel. Installation should only be performed by qualified technical

personnel. The power should be turned OFF and all unit power cords

CAUTION disconnected before an installation is performed.

2. Installing the MFR-32PS for the First Time
2-1. Removing the Main Unit Front Panel

Remove the screws on both sides of the front panel, and remove the front panel. (The figure
below shows an MFR-3232RPS)
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2-2. Installing the Power Unit

(1) Take out the power unit from the packaging box.
(2) Align the power unit in the installation position and carefully insert the power unit, in the same

orientation as POWER 1.
(3) After firmly inserting the power unit, tighten the screws as shown below.
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2-3. Closing the Front Panel

(1) Close the front panel and tighten the screws on both sides of the front panel.
(2) Connect the power cord and turn on the POWER 1 and POWER 2 switches.
(3) Verify that the POWER 2 LED is lit green.
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2-4. Changing the Power Unit Installation Setting

Connect the main unit and computer and access MFR-SERIES Web-based Control.

(1) In Web-based Control, open the MU Settings screen.
(2) Select Installed for Power Supply 2 under Power Supply Unit.
(3) Click Send to save the setting.
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3. Replacing the Power Unit

3-1. Removing the Main Unit Front Panel

Remove the screws on both sides of the front panel, and remove the front panel. (The figure
below shows an MFR-3232RPS)
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3-2. Removing the Power Unit

(1) Refer to the figure below and loosen the screws securing the damaged power unit.
(2) Slowly pull the power unit straight out. Be sure that the power unit is completely removed
from the main unit.
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3-3. Installing the Power Unit

(1) Take out the power unit from the packaging box.
(2) Align the power unit in the installation position and carefully insert the power unit.
(3) After firmly inserting the power unit, tighten the screws (See the figure in Section 2-2).

3-4. Closing the Front Panel

(1) Close the front panel and tighten the screws on both sides of the front panel.
(2) Connect the power cord and turn on the POWER 1 and POWER 2 switches.
(3) Verify that the POWER 2 LED is lit green (See the figure in Section 2-3).

3-5. Changing the Power Unit Installation Setting

Connect the main unit and computer and access MFR-SERIES Web-based Control.

(1) In Web-based Control, open the MU Settings screen.

(2)Change the Power Supply 1/2 setting under Power Supply Unit according to the actual
installation situation.

(3) Click Send to save the setting.
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
